Abstract: The year 2020 marks the 30th anniversary of publications in top—tier management journals by scholars originally
from China’ s mainland.

Then, I summarize the Chinese elements in the macro institutional envi-
ronment and at the organizational level and discuss how these specific Chinese elements are integrated into management theories, u-
sing some of my academic work as examples. Finally, I share my thoughts on how to build theories with Chinese elements and make
such theories embodied in the mainstream management theory.
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
